Jesus - The Word, the Life, the Light

In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was
God...In him was life, and that life was the light of men. John 1:1,4

going to look at the words of John, the disciple and apostle, as he explains the
incarnation of Jesus. He desperately wants his audience to understand that in Jesus,
we see the full deity of God on display. While both Matthew and Luke speak of Jesus’
earthly birth, John wants us to understand the eternal nature of God, who took on
human flesh to dwell among us. John tells us that Jesus is the Word that became flesh
while also making sure that we understand that in Jesus, we see both life and light
manifested.
